Installation for Mac OS X

 A PostScript printer driver is already provided in Mac OS X. You need to install the PostScript printer 
description (PPD) fi le, and add the printer into your system for printing.
 PPD fi le is the fi le that specifi es the inherent functions of the printer, such as the functions of the main unit,
